	Needing more help, Gateshead Fire Brigade send for the Newcastle Fire Brigade. Together, both try to put out the flames, but the fire looks as if it will spread from the cloth factory to the warehouse next door.

	The fire in Newcastle burns for over one and a half days. By the time it has been put out, 53 people are dead, and hundreds are left homeless.

	As the small explosions go off, the crowds gather around and watch. They believe that they are safe, watching from the old Tyne Bridge and from Newcastle. To their amazement, the fire turns blue because of the sulphur.

	At about half past one in the morning, Police Officers John Ewart and Walter Scott notice a glow coming from the Gateshead Quayside. They go to investigate and find that it is Mr Wilson’s Cloth factory that is on fire.

	Mr Charles Bertram’s Warehouse catches fire. It contains coal, wood, oil and chemicals. One of those chemicals is sulphur. As the warehouse burns, there are some small explosions inside the warehouse.

	The Gateshead Fire Brigade hear about the fire. They bring their horse-drawn engines down to the cloth factory and begin to put out the flames with their hoses. However, the fire is too strong because of the cloth, wood and oil.

	The policemen tell the people of Hillgate to get to safety. People start to take their furniture out of their homes and put them into St Mary’s Church. The policemen decide to fetch the Fire Brigade.
	At just past 3.00 in the morning, a massive explosion erupts from the warehouse, killing many people. It sends pieces of burning wood and stone across from Gateshead to Newcastle. Shops, houses, offices and ships in Newcastle are set on fire.
